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CHAPTER – I 

CURRICULAR ASPECTS 

Bhagwan Mahavir University believes that Curriculum is the essential ingredient of any education 

system regardless of the education level. All other aspects whether teaching, learning and evaluation 

or research and development, infrastructure and learning resources, student activities and support 

system revolve around it. Therefore, curricular aspects and the best practices connected to 

curriculum design and development play a very significant dimension of the quality of higher 

education since the curriculum has a decisive role in steering the other elements of quality 

Bhagwan Mahavir University is having a very strong research focus and industry aligned curriculum. 

Time to time inputs are taken from all stake holders including the Advisory Committee members 

from industry and academia through a number of workshops and necessary modification are made 

into the course curriculum. University prepares course curriculum through a number of national and 

international levels of workshops, seminars, conferences and brain storming sessions by experts 

from academia, industry and research organizations. The Syllabi of the courses is finalized on the 

recommendation of Faculty Board of Studies and approved by the Academic Council. 

Under-graduate Programmes 

The undergraduate curriculum of all department consists of core courses and professional courses. 

Some courses in arts and social sciences are also added for the students to develop appreciation of 

the impact of science and technology on society. The core subjects’ courses lay emphasis on 

concepts and principles. They involve teaching of subjects in Basic Sciences, Arts, Social Sciences, 

Engineering Science, Nursing, Pharmacy, Education and Management as per the concerned 

department. Communication skills and Life skills are also taught in order to develop communication 

skills in English language so that the instruction becomes fully comprehensible to all students, and 

also to maintain parity of linguistic standard among the students. There is an in-built flexibility to 

encourage students to specialize in streams of their choice through a system of professional and free 

electives. The University provides an academic environment to foster multifarious personality skills 

to students lest they should lag behind in any of such qualities which a student might face in the race 

of his perceived priorities in face of his life-choices. 

The University is shifting its strategy from a focus on the content-based information to the learning-

outcomes approach as a consequence of which it now relies more on the self-directed learning, 

Project-based work-schedule in various modules, research-oriented teaching with emphasis on the 

imperative of completing assignments. Research-led teaching has been evolved in terms of course 
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content. All academic staff are encouraged to develop modules associated with their research area 

and bring in cutting edge research ideas from their own research and of other eminent researchers. 

This is being achieved by involving the students in research activities which in many cases may 

mean re-exploring research findings which are already known. Students are encouraged to go for 

research. They are trained for research-based problem solving. 

BMU’s vision about education and the students is that the basic course of under-graduation should 

be able to provide a student various choice to make a vision and objective of his/her life from. It is 

that matrix that must contain all such possibilities which ought to be attainable; and that necessarily 

means empowerment. 

Post-graduate Programmes 

The University offers a number of Postgraduate programs in various disciplines fully in line with 

the general structure provided by the UGC. It has consistently maintained the basic structure and 

philosophy of the post-graduate education in all department. 

All these programmes have their course work classified into two major categories: Core Courses and 

Elective Courses as BMU have implemented Choice Based Credit System. Core courses of all 

programme are compulsory for all the students registered in that programme. These courses are 

designed for imparting knowledge of the relevant basic analytical tools & techniques necessary to 

build-up necessary skills. Elective courses are of professional nature. To be eligible for a degree, a 

student must complete required number of core and elective courses, although for the sake of 

flexibility, a wide choice of elective subjects. That helps them make their training broad- based. 

Regular seminars, presentations, colloquiums and discussion group activities and compulsory 

involvement of students in them help them to stand in competition with each other to excel and also 

to be diligent about their respective subjects. They are mostly followed by problem solving exercises 

of various natures. Presentations are preserved and are considered means of earning scores in the 

final evaluation of students. 

Doctoral degree Programme 

Since the students are encouraged consistently to choose research as a potent dimension of practical 

aspects, all such students as opt for research are encouraged also to admit in the doctoral programme 

in all the discipline of the of the university. The provisions in the rules and regulations governing 

the programme, aim at ensuring high quality of research leading to Ph.D. degree. Admissions in 
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Ph.D. programme are made in accordance with the provisions to the regulations of the University 

Grants Commission. The Ph.D. program is in full time and part time mode. 

After designing of curriculum, implementation of the same is the next mission of BMU. 

Academic Council prepares the academic calendar for the constituent colleges of BMU. The 

academic calendar specifies suitable available dates for significant academic and other activities. 

The faculty members are briefed on the academic activities of the college on the first meeting of the 

commencement of every academic year. Meetings are held in each department to discuss about the 

course distribution for the academic sessions every year. Based on the expertise of 

individual teacher, the syllabus is allotted to them by the Head of the Department.  

Every department prepares teaching plan, allotting term-wise topics to be taught. Syllabus of each 

subject for the academic session is provided to the students. Faculty members prepare semester-

wise teaching plan for theory and practical at the beginning of every academic year/semester. Time 

table committee of the college prepares a general time-table and HOD of concerned departments 

prepare departmental timetable. Teachers conduct classes according to the timetable.  

Departmental meetings are held periodically to review the syllabus completed. For the effective 

transmission and delivery of curricula, departments integrate classroom teaching with various ICT 

tools, laboratory practicals, field projects, student’s seminars, tutorials, question papers solving, 

research projects, field survey, etc. For the effective curriculum delivery teachers also use 

participative, problem solving, cooperative and student-centric learning methods. Classroom 

teaching is supplemented with seminars, workshops, special lectures, group discussions, Tutorials, 

Use of monitors, Departmental Quiz, paper presentation by the students, projects, group 

assignments, term-papers, educational tours, field trips and industrial visits for effective delivery of 

curriculum, which are done in a planned manner.  

For the up-gradation of subject-related knowledge, college organizes seminars, conferences, 

and workshops. This activity provides a platform to the faculty and the students to participate and 

interact with experts in various fields and enrich and update their subject knowledge. Faculties 

effectively and creatively use PPTs, models, charts, and various educational software for delivering 

the subject knowledge. The college organizes guest lectures, expert lectures of eminent 

academicians, for the effective curriculum delivery. College also provides special guidance to the 

slow learners under the Special Guidance Scheme of remedial classes. Besides this, the college has 

a mentoring system for academic-related issues. College library is digitalised. Library provides 

DELNET, e-journals, Book Bank facility etc. College library is very enriched having a good 

collection of books. Some departments also have a departmental library. Reading facility is also 
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available for teachers and students to facilitate the teaching learning process. College provides 

internet connectivity with campus Wi-Fi facility to the teachers for effective teaching-learning. 

All Internal Examinations and Class tests are conducted to check whether the students have acquired 

knowledge as outlined in the objectives of the curriculum. All examinations are conducted according 

to the Academic Calendar. Tutorials are held regularly to monitor the progress of the students. 

Remedial/ Special/classes/Deprived are conducted for low achievers. Advance learners are made to 

solve University Question papers and efforts are made by professors to improve their performance. 

Record of the regular attendance, mark lists and progress of the students are maintained and 

preserved by the respective departments. 

The college encourages faculty members to attend Orientation/Refresher courses, workshops and 

present papers in seminars conducted by the other Universities for acquiring necessary skills for 

effective delivery of the curriculum. At the end of every academic year, feedback from teachers, 

students, non-teaching staff and guardian is collected by feedback committee, it is then analysed and 

analysis report is communicated to the administration of the students. 

The university has built in mechanisms to ensure syllabus completion and conduct of 

university examination within the time frame and accordingly the various measures are taken. 

Remedial classes are also conducted.  The Academic Council ensures the strict implementation of 

the Academic Calendar by monitoring activities. Implementing gaps are reviewed periodically. The 

status of checkpoints and gaps identified in monitoring are conveyed to the Principal for the 

necessary implementation. 

The schedule of external examinations is fixed by the University and the same is displayed 

on notice boards for students while Internal examination of each course is done according to the 

pattern prescribed by the university, which includes Practical, Group discussions, Seminar, 

Presentations, and Projects etc. As per the academic calendar, internal evaluation is conducted on 

the dates scheduled by the College Administration.

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2.2 ADMISSION 

To facilitate the students and parents, BMU has formed active admission cell at institute level and 

University level also.  The members of admission cell are always ready to help the admission seeker. 

BMU provide scholarship for newly admitted outstanding student. For that BMU is conducting 

Scholarship test for the scholar students every year at various school. We are promoting BMU 

through social media, awareness programs, career guidance seminar and social activities. BMU has 

started free career guidance centre across city.  

2.2.1 Application for Admission 

Admission of students shall be made on all-India basis and 50% on the base of ACPC and remaining 

at university level as and where required. Admissions of students shall be made on merit, either 

through common entrance tests/competitive examinations conducted by National bodies, like JEE, 

GATE, CAT, GMAT, NET, GRE, NMAT, CSAT, CMAT, ATMA, etc. or any other as may be 

decided by the management or individually by the University and /or interviews for students having 

scholarships/fellowships like CSIR etc., the details of which shall be published in advance in the 

brochure of the University. For the purpose of admission on NRI Seats, the University will prepare 

the merit list of the candidates who have applied for admission on NRI Seats at BMU in the manner 

prescribed by the University, within the prescribed time limit and who are found eligible (subject to 

verification) at the time of counselling for admission under these rules. The first allotment of NRI 

Seats will be made to eligible NRI candidates, and then the remaining seats will be offered to eligible 

NRI sponsored candidates. 

2.2.2 Eligibility for admission of students 

No student shall be eligible for admission to a course of study, a degree or diploma unless he 

possesses such qualifications as may be prescribed by the University for the said Course of study, 

from time to time. The University will publish an admission advertisement in national/local 

newspapers and/or other media and also upload a detailed admission notification on the University 

website. The admission notification shall clearly specify the admission/enrolment criteria for each 

program as prescribed by the University. All the admissions shall be made by the Registrar/an 

Admission Committee constituted for the said purpose, as per the eligibility conditions prescribed 

for the courses offered by the University. The criterion, if any, prescribed by respective Regulatory 

Bodies/Statutory Councils shall be followed in admissions to council based programmes. The 

registration of the provisionally admitted and continuing students shall be done by the College(s) on 

dates notified in Academic calendar each year. 
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2.2.3 Admission Review Committee 

The case of a candidate seeking admission to a regular course other than research and part-time 

courses in languages, who has given up his studies for three or more academic years after passing 

an eligibility degree/ diploma/certificate examinations may be considered for admission by the 

Admission Review Committee. 

2.2.4 Enrolment/Registration of Students 

No person shall be admitted to any examination of the University, unless he has been duly enrolled/ 

registered as a student of the University. The Registrar/Controller of Examination shall maintain a 

record of all enrolled students studying in the various Colleges/Centres of the University or carrying 

on research work in the University. The student shall be given unique and permanent enrolment 

number and issued with an identity card bearing enrolment number, and same must be quoted by the 

student in all communications with the University and in subsequent applications for admission to 

an examination of the University. 

2.2.5 Processing Fee 

A processing fee as decided and approved by the University from time to time to be submitted with 

the duly completed application form. The processing fee shall not be refunded under any 

circumstances whatsoever. 

2.2.6 Procedure of Withdrawal 

Students may withdraw their admission by the date of registrations as specified by the University or 

before the same. In compliance with instructions of MHRD/UGC, the University will refund his 

deposited amount after deducting processing fee, as prescribed from time to time. 

2.2.7 PhD admission 

Ph.D. Programme is having following categories: Full time students and students under the external 

registration programme recognized by the University and sponsored by and employed in the 

Organization/Industry/University/other institutions, who will normally carry out their research in the

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CHAPTER-IV 

STUDENT SUPPORT AND PROGRESSION 
 

The Student Support Services are available to assist students with a wide-range of issues and 

concerns that might arise during their time at BMU and to adjust with the environment of the 

university. The Dean of Student affairs (DOSA) provides 24-hour crisis services for all the students 

of the university with personal or family emergencies, and are available by appointment to consult 

with individual students about their personal questions/concerns, thus allowing students to succeed 

and thrive in their academic pursuit. Following sub-committees and cells are there to help students: 

BMU is committed to providing a safe, fair and harmonious learning and work environment. 

Grievance Redressal Cell is established at university in accordance with the University Grants 

Commission regulations. It ensures a fair, impartial and consistent mechanism for redressal of varied 

issues faced by the students and staff. 

Students’ Welfare Committee: Students, who are meritorious, but financially weaker, may apply 

to this committee for financial aid from the Students’ Aid Fund or may apply for Free-studentship 

for exemption of Tuition Fees. The notice for the same will be put up on the Students’ Notice Board. 

Internal Complaints Committee: The University has set up an Internal Complaints Committee 

(ICC) under the Sexual Harassment Act. The goal of the Sexual harassment policy is to end the 

problem faced by the student/employee through an internal system of relief that is easy to access, 

and thereby provides an effective remedy to the aggrieved complainant as quickly as possible so that 

she can continue to study and develop without further impediments. Moreover, any grievance of 

students may be written to the members of this cell. Students may write their grievances in a letter, 

even without their names, and drop it in a box placed in front of the principal’s chamber. 

Student Counselling: Keeping the academic, social-psychological, and emotional needs of its 

students in mind, the University has a dedicated Counselling Centre on its campus. The counsellor 

systematically studies and discusses a student’s problems and facilitates the student to find an 

appropriate solution. The counsellor helps the student address his problems positively by helping 

him clarify the issues, explore options, develop strategies and increase self-awareness. To create 

awareness among the students, the counsellor also conducts group sessions on topics of general 

importance, like stress management, prevention of drug addiction, etc. 
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Placement-cell: This cell to train final year students for ENTRY IN SERVICE and organizing 

CAREER COUNSELING so that they may face the job market well prepared. So far, almost fifty 

students have been directly placed through this cell.  

Remedial Coaching Cell: This cell to make the socially backward students at par with the others. 

Special coaching classes are organized outside of the regular classes where the students can clinch-

out any doubt and study informally, so that the curricula may be more interesting. 

In the university campus, the coaching classes for competitive exams like UPSC / GATE / NET / 

TET / CTET are available for students. 

BMU has signed the MOU with renowned universities like ARIZONA-USA to provide international 

exposure to the students. They can learn partially at BMU and partially at ARIZONA. 

 
4.1 STUDENT START-UP AND INNOVATION POLICY (SSIP) CELL  

BMU has been at forefront in the sphere of student innovation start-up ecosystem development. To 

carry forward the efforts for the above and by taking early insights from interventions at Government 

of Gujarat has developed a Student Start-up & Innovation Policy, SSIP at State level with a 

commitment of 100 Crore INR grant for student innovators and start-ups. 

This will primarily facilitate and pre-incubate innovative ideas to go through a stage of proof of 

concept, prototype, product, testing & trial, redesign and deliver innovative solutions catering to end 

users. The Broad objective is to harness creative potential of young students across universities and 

educational institutions. As a part of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) made between 

Gujarat Knowledge Society (GKS- nodal agency for implementation of SSIP) and BMU (University 

with effective implementation potential), BMU will extend support for the below by this academic 

year. 

Support up-to 25,000 INR for filing IPR & Support up-to 2,00,000 INR for Prototyping support for 

Student Innovators/Start-ups at POC stage. 

The MOU between BMU and GKS is made on 20th January, 2021at Gandhinagar, Gujarat having 

grant of 4000000 INR (per year) for 2 years.
