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CURRICULAR ASPECTS

Bhagwan Mahavir University, in line with its Vision, Mission and Quality Policy, provides value-
based quality education and outcome-based learning to the students with the aim to serve the local,
national and global community. The Institute offers a variety of under-graduate, post-graduate and
research programmes. The curriculum and syllabi of these programmes are dynamically revised
based on the guidelines of AICTE, PCI, NCTE, Council of Architecture, Nursing Council, Bar
Council, Professional Societies and with suggestions received from stakeholders. In order to provide
a holistic education, the curriculum is framed with courses under various categories such as
Humanities and Social Sciences, Basic Science, Engineering Science, Professional Core,
Professional Elective, Open Elective and Employability Enhancement Courses. A flexible system
allows students to choose elective courses of their interest across disciplines. A well-established
feedback system is in place which helps to enrich the curriculum and syllabi, which is then reviewed
and approved by the Boards of Studies and the Academic Council. In addition, value added courses
and professional skills training courses are provided to enhance the multidisciplinary skills of the
students and to bridge the gap between the curriculum and industry. The National Education Policy
2020 envisions a nation-centric education system that contributes directly to transforming our nation
sustainably into an equitable, vibrant, and knowledge-based society by providing high quality
education to all the citizens. Bhagwan Mahavir University (BMU) is committed to implement NEP
2020 for reshaping its educational eco system to ensure that holistic, qualitative and student centric

approach is developed.

1. Multidisciplinary Education

To promote and encourage Multidisciplinary education within the University, BMU has taken
concrete actions. BMU has established framework to support multi-disciplinary education. BMU
has reviewed the complete academic structure of all programmes running under constituent
Colleges. BMU is muti-disciplinary institution and having more than 125 programs running. Within
BMU students have the option to opt for multi-disciplinary subject in elective form. BMU has
multiple disciplines like Liberal Arts, Science, Education, Engineering, Pharmacy, Management,
Commerce, Computer Application, Information Technology, Architecture and Finishing School.
BMU has Implemented provision for Two-degree, Dual Degree, Joint degree and Twinning Program
as per the guidelines of NEP2020. The possible areas of Multidisciplinary education have been

identified and are being implemented.
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2. Academic Bank of Credit

An Academic Bank of Credit (ABC) would digitally store the academic credits earned from various
recognized HEISs so that the degrees from an HEI can be awarded taking into account credits earned.
BMU has registered for opening the account for Academic Bank of Credit and NAD-Digi locker.
The ABC credentials have been received. BMU has uploaded the degrees and related documents of
all the students passed out so far to Digi locker.

3. Multiple Entry and Multiple Exit

Multiple Entry Exit System removes rigid boundaries of diploma/degree completion years and
provide the solution towards reducing the dropout rates with considerable improvement of Gross
Enrolment Ratio (GER) to ensure no-loss to students in the case of exiting in between. The BMU
reviewed all Diploma, UG, and PG programmes for exploring to provide the multiple entry and exit
option. Each constituent college is directed to propose the steps for implementing the Multiple Entry

and Multiple Exit options along with the possible changes/restructuring in the processes.

4. Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)

CBCS aims to redefine the curriculum keeping pace with the liberalisation and globalisation in
education. CBCS allows students an easy mode of mobility to various educational institutions spread
across the world along with the facility of transfer of credits earned by students. The credit
framework for Four Year Under Graduate Program (FYUGP) has been approved by the Academic

Council of BMU with facility of graduation Honours Degree and Honours with Research.

5. SWAYAM MOOCs

MOOC:s integrate social networking, accessible online resources, and are facilitated by leading
practitioners in the field of study. The BMU is having MOOCs (SWAYAM) provisions in the
regulations. All Board of Studies (BOS) have to implement MOOCs (SWAYAM) in their colleges.
Students as well as Faculties members have been sensitized about the SWAYAM/MOOCs and its

benefits. Students Registration for MOOC:s has been also initiated and getting good response.

6. Apprenticeship Embedded Degree Programme

To improve the employability of students pursuing undergraduate level general degree Programme,
outcome-based learning programmes in degree program is implemented including active linkage
between the higher education system and industry non-commercial and commercial
enterprises/organisations. The Diploma in engineering students have registered under the

apprenticeship scheme of Board of Apprenticeship and undertaken the apprenticeship. BMU has
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introduced the embedded Internship programmes in the courses running under Engineering, Nursing,
Computer Application, Information Technology, Management and Education colleges as a part of
the curriculum. BMU has established tie-up with many industries of I'T, Management, Engineering,
Pharma and Management. BMU has made suitable provisions in degree and diploma courses and

restructure its curriculum after complying all academic processes.

7. Academic Collaboration between Indian and foreign HEIs

As per NEP, an International Students Office at each HEI hosting foreign students will be set up to
coordinate all matters relating to welcoming and supporting students arriving from abroad. BMU
has established the office of International Affairs. Head of International Affairs is officiating and
facilitating the collaboration with Foreign HEIs and successfully started the program with Louisiana

State University-Shreveport.

8. Courses in Indian Languages

To promote and encourage to learn and adopt the Indian Languages and the culture of India, BMU
has introduced the various courses in Indian Languages. Such courses are Diploma Engineering
(Gujarati), BA (Hindi, Gujarati, Sanskrit), M. Com (Gujarati), B Com (Gujarati), B Ed (Option has
been given for Gujarati Language), BSc Chemistry (Option for Gujarati or English). BMU is
exploring the Usage of Indian Language in teaching, learning material and textbooks in other domain
like Management, Science, Pharmacy, Computer Application, Information Technology, etc.
Education and Liberal Arts Institute have adopted the Indian Languages. The University Library has

been directed to translate the literature in Indian Languages.

9. Indian Knowledge System (IKS)

BMU sensitize the students about the Indian Knowledge Systems and its contributors by celebrating
Independence Day, Republic Day, Environment Day, and International Yoga Day on every year.
The students are mentored to present ancient heritage and role of contributors during the cultural
programs. BMU has introduced Yoga and Hindus Studies in the Curriculum. The other subjects like
Bhagwan Geeta, Ramayana, Mahabharat, Vedic Mathematics, Vastu Sastra, and Management by

Mahabharat are under exploration for introduction in curriculum.

10.Industry — Institute Linkage

BMU has established the Industry Institute Interaction Cell (III Cell) under the direct supervision of
Provost headed by the director of III Cell. BMU has signed more than 45 MOUs with the reputed

Industries. BMU has established the linkages with more than 500 industries/companies spanning
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across the different domains/areas. Every Year the BMU organizes the industries — Academia meets
under the “Industry-Academia” linkage initiative. The industry-Academia linkages are used
effectively for Internship, Training, Skill Development and providing an employment opportunity
to students. BMU organizes the Mega Job Fair on every year and providing opportunities to BMU

Students as well as the student’s community of Gujarat state.

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CHAPTER - 11

TEACHING- LEARNING AND EVALUATION

Teaching-learning and Evaluation

BMU has adapted Outcome Based Education (OBE) model for its Teaching, Learning and
Evaluation (TLE) activities in order to promote the knowledge and skills of the learners. Continuous
upgradation ensures the quality and makes the learners equipped. The academic process caters to the
diverse range of learners and maintains equity. Slow and advanced learners are identified based on
their performance. Slow learners are supported with additional inputs through remedial classes, open
book and tutorial tests. Advanced learners are encouraged to attain higher level of excellence through
special training programmes and motivated to succeed in competitive examinations and overseas
studies in addition to earning credits through NPTEL/Swayam online courses and Internship through
fast-track system. BMU continuously evolves the student centric methods, such as Experiential
Learning (field and industrial visits and industry involved courses), Activity Based Learning
(interactive session/model and video based/concept mapping/flipped classroom strategy, etc.) and
Participative Learning (practical assignments/course related projects/virtual
laboratory/quiz/exhibition/hackathon etc.) to enhance the learning experiences and to supplement
classroom teaching. ICT enabled tools are used for effective teaching and learning. As a university,
BMU has flexibility in course design, development and conduct of examinations. A well-defined
assessment and evaluation procedure is put in place.

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2.2 ADMISSION

To facilitate the students and parents, BMU has formed active admission cell at institute level and
University level also. The members of admission cell are always ready to help the admission seeker.
BMU provide scholarship for newly admitted outstanding student. For that BMU is conducting
Scholarship test for the scholar students every year at various school. We are promoting BMU
through social media, awareness programs, career guidance seminar and social activities. BMU has

started free career guidance centre across city.
2.2.1 Application for Admission

Admission of students shall be made on all-India basis and 50% on the base of ACPC and remaining
at university level as and where required. Admissions of students shall be made on merit, either
through common entrance tests/competitive examinations conducted by National bodies, like JEE,
GATE, CAT, GMAT, NET, GRE, NMAT, CSAT, CMAT, ATMA, etc. or any other as may be
decided by the management or individually by the University and /or interviews for students having
scholarships/fellowships like CSIR etc., the details of which shall be published in advance in the
brochure of the University. For the purpose of admission on NRI Seats, the University will prepare
the merit list of the candidates who have applied for admission on NRI Seats at BMU in the manner
prescribed by the University, within the prescribed time limit and who are found eligible (subject to
verification) at the time of counselling for admission under these rules. The first allotment of NRI
Seats will be made to eligible NRI candidates, and then the remaining seats will be offered to eligible

NRI sponsored candidates.
2.2.2 Eligibility for admission of students

No student shall be eligible for admission to a course of study, a degree or diploma unless he
possesses such qualifications as may be prescribed by the University for the said Course of study,
from time to time. The University will publish an admission advertisement in national/local
newspapers and/or other media and also upload a detailed admission notification on the University
website. The admission notification shall clearly specify the admission/enrolment criteria for each
program as prescribed by the University. All the admissions shall be made by the Registrar/an
Admission Committee constituted for the said purpose, as per the eligibility conditions prescribed
for the courses offered by the University. The criterion, if any, prescribed by respective Regulatory
Bodies/Statutory Councils shall be followed in admissions to council based programmes. The
registration of the provisionally admitted and continuing students shall be done by the College(s) on

dates notified in Academic calendar each year.
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2.2.3 Admission Review Committee

The case of a candidate seeking admission to a regular course other than research and part-time
courses in languages, who has given up his studies for three or more academic years after passing
an eligibility degree/ diploma/certificate examinations may be considered for admission by the

Admission Review Committee.
2.2.4 Enrolment/Registration of Students

No person shall be admitted to any examination of the University, unless he has been duly enrolled/
registered as a student of the University. The Registrar/Controller of Examination shall maintain a
record of all enrolled students studying in the various Colleges/Centres of the University or carrying
on research work in the University. The student shall be given unique and permanent enrolment
number and issued with an identity card bearing enrolment number, and same must be quoted by the
student in all communications with the University and in subsequent applications for admission to

an examination of the University.
2.2.5 Processing Fee

A processing fee as decided and approved by the University from time to time to be submitted with
the duly completed application form. The processing fee shall not be refunded under any

circumstances whatsoever.
2.2.6 Procedure of Withdrawal

Students may withdraw their admission by the date of registrations as specified by the University or
before the same. In compliance with instructions of MHRD/UGC, the University will refund his

deposited amount after deducting processing fee, as prescribed from time to time.
2.2.7 PhD admission

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2.4 EXAMIATION PROCEDURE

Bhagwan Mahavir University (BMU) has maintained growth in the quality education since its

The Examination department of BMU offers examination service with meticulous planning, in a
transparent manner and with specific time frame. Every module is evaluated by internal as well as
external examiners. Students Redressal Committee is setup to respond to the difficulties or

complaints of students regarding examination.

The Examination Department offers high quality examination services in all its activities. The
Department administers secured processes and systems and work in close collaboration with colleges
and external subject experts/examiners. The Examination department intended to support colleges,
faculty and students in the best possible manner within the provisions of University Ordinances and
Examination Manual. The entire process of assessment and evaluation including the conduction of
examinations are as per the provisions of the University Ordinances and Examination Manual. The
University has adopted continuous and progressive evaluation system to determine whether the
students have achieved the learning outcomes and fulfilled the academic requirements of the
course/program. Beside this, the university also emphasize to develop students’ analytical skills and

decision- making power and ability to use the acquired knowledge in their professional life.

Apart from that, the objective of the Examination Department is to implement high quality and
legally secure system of evaluation in addition to offering services to students’ instructions and
administrations related to exam. Exams improve the students’ overall personality, memory,
cognition and revision skills. Examinations are a form of learning activity. They can enable students
to see the material from a different perspective. They also provide feedback that students can then

use to improve their understanding.

The objective of the examination is to assess the extent to which the student has achieved the

academic objectives stipulated for the subjects/subject elements of the programme in the curriculum.
The broad objective of the Examination Department are as follows: -

e To use orientation programs to inform faculty and students about the university's evaluation
procedures and process.

e To manage and process exams in accordance with the University's policies and the
academic calendar, as well as in compliance with legislative and various regulatory

authorities.
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e Coordinate with constituent colleges and carry out department-specific evaluations that
ensure privacy and security in accordance with university regulations.

e To make sure that the Exam Timetables and university requirements are followed in the
process of conferring degrees for different programs.

e To continuously improve assessment procedures by involving stakeholders and
implementing creative projects that will raise the standard of the university's teaching and
learning process.

e To evaluate the student’s performance by the conduction of examinations.

e Bringing more transparency in the examination and evaluation system.

e To bring reputation to the organization.

e To create responsible and knowledgeable citizens to the society.

Examination System

Exams are important tools for evaluating how well the university's teaching and learning system is
working. It is more than just a marking scheme; it looks at how well faculty members have
disseminated their knowledge and abilities as well as how much the students have assimilated.
Exams can also be used to evaluate a person's strengths and shortcomings as well. When instructing
a particular subject, the faculty will be able to recognize which areas in the class may require further
attention. In order to prepare for the exam, this will allow faculty members and students to identify
any potential areas of weakness. Students will improve and show gradual improvement as a result
of this. Assessment of performance is an integral part of process of learning and teaching. As part
of sound educational strategy, examinations are employed to bring about qualitative improvement

in education.

Salient Features of the Examination system: -

The salient features of the examination system are listed below:

e The evaluation of the final semester examination would be done through Table Marking at
the University. Question wise evaluation will be done to maintain uniformity.

e The evaluated answer script shall be shown to the students (on demand with prescribed fee).
The student will see & sign the answer script for having agreed to the evaluation.

e In case a student disagrees with the evaluation, he/she can get the answer sheet reviewed
by the evaluator other than evaluator who has done evaluation earlier assigned for the same
purpose, on payment of prescribed fee. The decision of revaluation shall be taken by the

Controller of Examinations.
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e The total marks obtained in Internal and External Examination shall be submitted to the
portal. Grade shall be awarded to the obtained marks in each paper using Normal
Distribution, without any subjectivity.

e The final grades of the semester will be displayed along with SGPA (Semester Grade Point
Average) at the time of declaration of results.

Practices to Assist the Students:

The Examination Department has introduced a number of practices for a smooth functioning of

exams and to assist the students with any requirement:

e Special provisions for Differently-abled students have been created for their benefits. They
are given separate rooms with adequate facilities for writing the exam and also additional
time. Scribe assistants are offered individually (on demand) for all the exams written by the

Differently Abled.

e A separate exam portal is maintained through which teaching staff can feed the internal

marks.

e With the help of the student login in the exam portal, maintained by the university by which

students can file their exam applications and pay exam fees and access their marks 24x7.
e C(entralised examination and valuation system for end semester examinations.

e Accumulation of more Credits through extra Credit Courses and Transfer of credits from
SWAYAM/ NPTEL are all allowed and due entries for the same are made in the Grade
Sheets.

Green Practices adopted by the Examination Department:

e In an attempt to make the Examination Department as a paperless one, the below mentioned

green practices have been adopted by the Examination Department:
e All notices are sent through online, thereby reducing use of papers
e Single page used sheets are reused for printing purposes

e The number of sheets in the answer booklet has been restricted thereby minimizing the

damage to the nature.

e All examination applications are made only online.

RESEARCH, CONSULTANCY AND EXTENSION

The hunger for search of new knowledge is made vibrant by promoting basic and interdisciplinary
research activities with focus on emerging societal needs and innovation. A well-defined research
policy of the university ensures smooth conduct of research activities. For this, university creates an
enabling environment to foster interdisciplinary research culture while providing for required
research infrastructure and support. As part of infrastructural push, BMU has established Central
Research Cell and procured cutting edge equipments for research in various domains. Research
projects at UG and PG levels, variety of enrichment and elective courses, research fellowship
programmes, emphasis on applied research and industry projects by faculty, Industry Academia
sessions are some of the tools designed, implemented and practiced by the university. The University
also promotes and provides incentives to faculty engaged in top publications, authoring books and
innovative research leading to patents. For start-ups the University also provides an Innovation
Incubator, to support entrepreneurs to start their own ventures. The research and innovation efforts
have yielded extensive network of national and international collaborations, leading to joint projects
and quality publications and research students’ exchanges.

BMU has been at forefront in the sphere of student innovation start-up eco system development. To
carry forward the efforts for the above and by taking early insights from interventions at Government
of Gujarat has developed a Student Start-up & Innovation Policy, SSIP at State level with a
commitment of 100 Crore INR grant for student innovators and start-ups.

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CHAPTER-1V

STUDENT SUPPORT AND PROGRESSION

The Student Support Services are available to assist students with a wide-range of issues and
concerns that might arise during their time at BMU and to adjust with the environment of the
university. The Dean of Student affairs (DOSA) provide 24-hour crisis services for all the students
of the university with personal or family emergencies, and are available by appointment to consult
with individual students about their personal questions/concerns, thus allowing students to succeed

and thrive in their academic pursuit. Following sub-committees and cells are there to help students:

Grievance Redressal Cell: BMU is committed to providing a safe, fair and harmonious learning
and work environment. Grievance Redressal Cell is established at university in accordance with the
University Grants Commission regulations. It ensures a fair, impartial and consistent mechanism for

redressal of varied issues faced by the students and staff.

Students’ Welfare Committee: Students, who are meritorious, but financially weaker, may apply
to this committee for financial aid from the Students’ Aid Fund or may apply for Free-studentship

for exemption of Tuition Fees. The notice for the same will be put up on the Students’ Notice Board.

Internal Complaints Committee: The University has set up an Internal Complaints Committee
(ICC) under the Sexual Harassment Act. The goal of the Sexual harassment policy is to end the
problem faced by the student/employee through an internal system of relief that is easy to access,
and thereby provides an effective remedy to the aggrieved complainant as quickly as possible so that
she can continue to study and develop without further impediments. Moreover, any grievance of
students may be written to the members of this cell. Students may write their grievances in a letter,

even without their names, and drop it in a box placed in front of the principal’s chamber.

Anti-Ragging Cell: The Anti-Ragging Cell is an important part of BMU. The main objectives of
this cell are to ensure overall disciplined environment in the university. It initiates timely action
against erring students. The cell eensitises the students about the evils of ragging and its prevention
in the university campus by organizing talks/ programmes etc. It regulary address complaints about
ragging as per the Govt. and University procedures as suggested by UGC. It aware the students of

dehumanizing effect of ragging inherent in its perversity.

Sports Club: Sports and clubs are beneficial to students in various ways. They can help students
build a healthy body and mind, improve their academic performance, learn life skills such as

discipline, teamwork, and dealing with setbacks, and enhance their career prospects by developing
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soft and technical skills. Sports and clubs can also provide students with fun, relaxation, and a sense

of achievement.

Student Counselling: Keeping the academic, social-psychological, and emotional needs of its
students in mind, the University has a dedicated Counselling Centre on its campus. The counsellor
systematically studies and discusses a student’s problems and facilitates the student to find an
appropriate solution. The counsellor helps the student address his problems positively by helping
him clarify the issues, explore options, develop strategies and increase self-awareness. To create
awareness among the students, the counsellor also conducts group sessions on topics of general

importance, like stress management, prevention of drug addiction, etc.

Placement-cell: This cell to train final year students for ENTRY IN SERVICE and organizing
CAREER COUNSELING so that they may face the job market well prepared. So far, almost fifty
students have been directly placed through this cell.

Remedial Coaching Cell: This cell to make the socially backward students at par with the others.
Special coaching classes are organized outside of the regular classes where the students can clinch-

out any doubt and study informally, so that the curricula may be more interesting.

In the university campus, the coaching classes for competitive exams like UPSC / GATE / NET /
TET / CTET are available for students.
