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CHAPTER – I 

CURRICULAR ASPECTS 

In accordance with Bhagwan Mahavir University Guidelines the curricula developed/adopted for 

each course has relevance to the regional/national/global developmental needs. 

1. Depending on global developmental needs and industry trends, the Program Objectives are 

to achieve these Program Objectives, detailed Program Outcomes and Program Specific 

Outcomes are outlined in the syllabus. The syllabus of each subject lists the Course 

Objectives and Course Outcomes. Further, the Course Outcomes of each course are mapped 

with Program Outcomes and program-specific Outcomes of the department. 

2. The contents of the syllabus are developed in accordance with standards of relevant statutory, 

regulatory/ accreditation bodies, and benchmarking with reputed national/international 

institutions/Universities. 

3. Curriculum development and approval include deliberations at various levels through 

relevant committees to reach the intended outcomes. 

4. Curriculum revision workshops are scheduled in these workshops, the faculty members, 

along with the experts from academia, industry and alumni come together to carry out a 

detailed review of the syllabus. The proposed revision in the contents is incorporated into the 

syllabus and further presented for the recommendations and approval of the Board of Studies 

(BOS). 

5. Structured feedback from students, alumni, employers, parents and faculty are taken. The 

feedback is analysed and reviewed and the suggestions are incorporated. 

6. The ethics-based mandatory course is also included in the syllabus. 

7. Seminars, participation in idea competitions, paper presentations, hands-on practical 

exposure and group discussions develop communication skills and team spirit among 

students. 

 To make students industry-ready, industry-institute interaction is ensured through internships, 

invited talks and students working on projects from industry. 

CURRICULAR PLANNING AND IMPLEMENTATION: 
 
The Institution ensures effective curriculum delivery through a well-planned and documented process. 

Academic Council prepares the academic calendar of the college and also the concerned departments 

prepare their departmental academic calendars. The academic calendar specifies suitable available dates 

for significant academic and other activities. The faculty members are briefed on the academic activities 
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of the college on the first meeting of the commencement of every academic year. Meetings are held in 

each department to discuss about the course distribution for the academic sessions every year. Based on 

the expertise of individual teacher, the syllabus is allotted to them by the Head of the Department. Every 

department prepares teaching plan, allotting term-wise topics to be taught. Syllabus of each subject for 

the academic session is provided to the students. Faculty members prepare semester-wise teaching plan 

for theory and practical at the beginning of every academic year/semester. Dean of student welfare 

prepares a general time-table and HOD of concerned departments prepare departmental timetable. 

Teachers conduct classes according to the timetable. Departmental meetings are held periodically to 

review the syllabus completed. For the effective transmission and delivery of curricula, departments 

integrate classroom teaching with various ICT tools, laboratory practicals, field projects, students 

seminars, tutorials, question papers solving, research projects, field survey, etc. For the effective 

curriculum delivery teachers also use participative, problem solving, cooperative and student-centric 

learning methods. Classroom teaching is supplemented with seminars, workshops, special lectures, 

group discussions, Tutorials, Use of monitors, Departmental Quiz, paper presentation by the students, 

projects, group assignments, term-papers, educational tours, field trips and industrial visits for effective 

delivery of curriculum, which are done in a planned manner. Records are maintained by each department. 

For the up-gradation of subject-related knowledge, college organizes seminars, conferences, and 

workshops. This activity provides a platform to the faculty and the students to participate and interact 

with experts in various fields and enrich and update their subject knowledge. Faculties effectively and 

creatively use PPTs, models, charts, and various educational software for delivering the subject 

knowledge. The university and constituent colleges organizes guest lectures, expert lectures of eminent 

academicians, for the effective curriculum delivery. Constituent colleges also provides special guidance 

to the slow learners under the Special Guidance Scheme of remedial classes. Besides this, the college 

has a mentoring system for academic-related issues. All constituent colleges library are digitalised. 

Library provides INFLIBNET, e-journals, OPEC, Book Bank facility etc. Moreover libraries are much 

enriched having a good collection of  books. Some departments also have a departmental library. Reading 

facility is also available for teachers and students to facilitate the teaching learning process. All 

constituent colleges provides internet connectivity with campus Wi-Fi facility to the teachers for 

effective teaching-learning. All Internal Examinations and Class tests are conducted to check whether 

the students have acquired knowledge as outlined in the objectives of the curriculum. All examinations 

are conducted according to the Academic Calendar. Tutorials are held regularly to monitor the progress 

of the students. Remedial/ Special/classes/Deprived are conducted for low achievers. Advance learners 

are made to solve University Question papers and efforts are made by professors to improve their 

performance. Record of the regular attendance, mark lists and progress of the students are maintained 

and preserved by the respective departments. 
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The constituent colleges encourages faculty members to attend Orientation/Refresher courses, 

workshops and present papers in seminars conducted by the  other Universities for acquiring necessary 

skills for effective delivery of the curriculum. Photo copies of the Certificates of the above courses are 

provided by faculty members to IQAC for documentation. 

ACADEMIC CALENDAR 

The institution adheres to the academic calendar for the conduct of Continuous Internal Evaluation. The 

university and constituent colleges strongly trusts on transparency in its functioning. The college has a 

well-defined standard operating procedure to develop the academic teaching plans and it follows a well-

defined academic calendar. Preparation of the academic calendar immensely contributes to achieving 

this. The Academic Calendar helps as a source of information and planner for students, faculty, staff, 

and other stakeholders of the constituent colleges and university. It encompasses all the processes of the 

constituent colleges and university such as, the Student section, Administrative, Academic, co-curricular 

and extracurricular activities. The university prepares the Academic Calendar by understanding the 

Programme Outcomes and Course Outcomes so that the activities are planned accordingly. Academic 

Calendar lays down a very strong foundation of academic delivery. It further propagates the vision and 

mission of the university. Academic calendar and takes into consideration the holidays and vacations. 

The Dean of the faculties while preparing the academic calendar in consultation with the senior faculty 

members takes into consideration feedback of previous year activities. The academic calendar is 

communicated to the teachers and also to the students by displaying it on a website and notice boards. 

The academic calendar shows the start and end of each semester stating various activities to be 

conducted, the internal evaluation schedule and the tentative schedule of external evaluation. The 

academic calendar includes the dates of commencement and completion of syllabus, schedules of internal 

exams etc. It specifies the dates of term end examination. Tentative dates of practical exams and viva-

voce and theory examinations are also given in the academic calendar. The time-tables are prepared and 

implemented accordingly. The academic calendar gives a particular period to conduct extracurricular 

and social activity such as: Celebration of birth and death anniversaries of the national icons. Celebration 

of various national and international days, Tree plantation to keep campus areas green and to make the 

students aware about various environment related issues, blood donation camp and various other social 

activities to be conducted by NSS at the university campus and at nearby villages.  

Internal examination of each course is done according to the pattern prescribed by the university, which 

includes Practicals, Group discussions, Seminar, Presentations, and Projects etc. As per the academic 

calendar, internal evaluation is conducted on the dates scheduled by the College Administration. The 

schedule of external examinations is fixed by the University and the same is displayed on notice boards 

for students. In case of any change in the University schedule, some changes are required to be made in 
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internal evaluation as well. These changes are communicated to the students well in advance. All the 

constituent colleges have built in mechanisms to ensure syllabus completion and conduct of Continuous 

Internal Evaluation within the time frame and accordingly the various measures are taken. Remedial 

classes are also conducted.  The Academic Council balances the trade-off between strict adherence to 

the Academic calendar and conduct of Continuous Internal Evaluation. The Academic Council ensures 

the strict implementation of the Academic Calendar by monitoring activities. Implementing gaps are 

reviewed periodically. The status of checkpoints and gaps identified in monitoring are conveyed to the 

Principal for the necessary implementation. The university also conducts curricular and extra- curricular 

review meetings on a regular basis to check the implementation and progress of all the activities in the 

academic calendar. Based on these review meetings, some changes in schedules of activities are made if 

required. Further, extra lectures are scheduled to complete the syllabus before university examination.

CURRICULAM ENRICHMENT 

University integrates crosscutting issues relevant to Professional Ethics, Gender, Human Values, 

Environment and Sustainability into the curriculum. These issues are addressed by the curriculum itself 

and they are effectively transacted to the students both in the classroom and outside.  

Gender Issues:  

At the undergraduate and postgraduate level, the areas covered in Core Courses are Law of Women and 

Child, Population Geography, Gender, School and Society, Sociological Foundations of Education, 

Nutrition during infancy, preschool age, Child Rights and Gender Justice; Sociology of Working with 

Families and Communities. Course as Gender, School and Society includes themes as gender issues, 

gender inequalities, women in Indian society, gender, sexuality, sexual harassment and abuse etc. 

Different departments also offer courses as Inequality of Caste and Gender, Women Empowerment and 

Status of Women. The transaction of various courses has a strong focus on Gender differentials in the 
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socialization of students.  Also, various days and rallies related to gender issues are celebrated and 

organized by NSS and different departments of the university. 

Environmental and Sustainability: 

Curriculum at UG and PG level includes various papers related to Environmental and Sustainability 

issues  like Ecological Degradation, Climate change, Sustainable Development, Global Warming, 

Pollution and Ecological Imbalance, Environmental Law, Economic Geography, Environmental 

Geography, Natural Resources, Climatology, Agricultural Geography, Environmental Chemistry, 

Business Environment, Physical Geology and Applied Geology, Poverty Alleviation Programme, Unnat 

Bharat Abhiyan, Pollution Agriculture etc. The students are made aware of the concept of sustainability. 

NSS promote environmental awareness through tree plantation, water conservation, blood donation, 

village cleanliness, plastic-free drives and rallies on other environmental issues. The constituent colleges 

have taken initiatives in organic waste management through various demonstrations.  

Human values and Professional Ethics: 

Human values and Professional ethics are taught and developed among students as these are the part 

of syllabus. Different papers and topics related to Human values and Professional ethics at UG and 

PG level are:- Values, Sources of values, Education for peace, National integration, Role of 

celebration of Indian Festivals; Moral Degradation, Code of ethics for teachers, Professional Ethics, 

Accountability and Bar-Bench Relationship, Human Rights.

Clinical experience is available in areas such as Medical-Surgical Nursing, 

Obstetrics and Gynaecology Nursing, Mental Health Nursing, Child Health Nursing, and 

Community Health Nursing. The institute also has affiliations with the Primary Health Centre in 

Sachin and the Public Health Centre in Althan for Community Health Nursing field training. 

To enhance learning, the college uses a laboratory-assisted teaching approach, providing students 

with practical, hands-on experience in various specialized labs. 

LABORATORY FACILITIES: 

Pre-Clinical Science Lab 

Pre-Clinical Science Lab is well-equipped with models & specimens, all the bones, skeleton & 

subject related charts etc.This Laboratory is designed to help students understand the structure and 

function of the human body, as well as the biochemical composition and changes in body systems. 

It also gives students the chance to identify microorganisms and practice infection control methods. 

In this lab, students observe human cadaver dissections and study various specimens, skeletons, and 

disarticulated bones. They also learn how to use a microscope and examine the shape and structure 

of microbial pathogens. 

Advance Nursing Lab: 

The Advanced Nursing Practice Lab offers students scheduled time for skill practice and patient-

specific preparation across specialties. Equipped with advanced instruments, the lab supports skill 

development, critical thinking, and hands-on learning aligned with the nursing curriculum. It fosters 

independent learning and prepares students for high-acuity cases. Students practice essential nursing 

skills on mannequins, with clear learning outcomes for each activity. Instructors provide one-on-one 

guidance to help students improve their skills and reinforce their knowledge. 

Fundamentals of Nursing Lab: 

The Nursing Foundation Lab is designed to help students develop expertise in basic nursing 

procedures. It is equipped with advanced tools, including CPR dummies, manikins, suction 
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apparatus, oxygen cylinders, and emergency equipment for demonstrating various nursing 

procedures. The lab provides a realistic environment for students to practice nursing procedures 

before clinical exposure. It is well-furnished and ventilated, with patient beds, mattresses, linens, 

wheelchairs, stretchers, critical care units, and other essential instruments, offering a flexible space 

to meet the educational needs of nursing students. 

Nutrition Lab: 

The Nutrition Lab is well-equipped and furnished with utensils and nutritional charts. It is well-

ventilated, well-lit, and has adequate water facilities. In this lab, students can assess the nutritional 

needs and caloric requirements of different age groups. 

Maternal and Child Health Nursing Lab (MCH) 

The M.C.H Lab equipped to provide students with essential tools and resources for mastering 

maternity and child health nursing. The Lab features birthing simulators, pelvic models, fetal skulls, 

and obstetrical instruments to demonstrate labour stages and maternal-new-born care. The M.C.H 

Lab is well-ventilated and furnished with manikins, including a new-born, CPR child, and foetus 

delivery model. It also contains models for various developmental stages and conditions, such as 

embryo growth, placenta Previa, and types of presentations. Additionally, the lab has instruments 

such as Cusco's speculum, cord-cutting scissors, and fetal scope, providing students with a 

comprehensive, hands-on learning experience. 

Community Health Nursing Lab 

The college has a dedicated Community Health Nursing Lab equipped with all necessary tools for 

students to learn and practice nursing skills in community settings. The lab provides a hands-on 

experience to familiarize students with community health situations, helping students to practice 

basic nursing procedures essential for family and community care. It features ample audiovisual aids 

to enhance learning and stimulate student engagement. Before their community placements, students 

participate in demonstrations and re-demonstrations of various procedures, which improve their 

problem-solving and decision-making skills. The lab also focuses on techniques like the home 

visiting bag method, allowing students to practice family healthcare using modified kits for home 

visits. With models of ideal homes, villages, and water purification methods, the lab helps students 

develop the knowledge, attitude, and skills required to provide comprehensive care. The department 

prepares students to serve both rural and urban communities, emphasizing the importance of health 

promotion, disease prevention, and overall well-being. 
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Computer Lab:

The lab also helps students enhance their knowledge of hospital management 

systems by practicing with advanced software, which is widely used in modern healthcare settings.

Audio-Visual Aids, also known as instructional materials, enhance the learning experience by 

engaging both hearing and seeing senses. These aids make the teaching process more concrete, 

dynamic, and effective. The objectives include improving teaching skills, encouraging student 

observation, creating easy-to-understand learning materials, and fostering interest across different 

learning groups. The AV Aids room is fully equipped with various electronic devices such as LCD 

projectors, overhead projectors, TVs, VCRs, CD players, tape recorders, charts, models, posters, and 

different types of boards, all of which support effective teaching, learning, and practical classes. 

LIBRARY DETAILS: 

To support the knowledge acquisition process, Bhagwan Mahavir School of Nursing has a spacious, 

well-stocked library. It offers a wide range of books covering various healthcare subjects, along with 

specialized journals to help students stay updated on advancements in medicine. The library provides 

ample, separate reading spaces for both students and faculty, with comfortable seating arrangements.

Conducting investigations for solving complex 

problems. Use research-based knowledge and research methods including design of experiments, 

analysis and interpretation of data, and synthesis of the information to provide valid conclusions. 

Studio performances are practised to facilitate learners understand the deficiencies, leading to 

improvement in further endeavours. These sessions remove fear, tension, and deterring emotions. 

Problem solving methodologies  

Giving assignments and quizzes at the end of instruction of each unit. Case Study Analysis and 

Discussion. Product Design and development. All academic activities are aimed at elevating the 

students' knowledge, skills and build confidence in them. 

ICT TOOLS 

Teachers use ICT enabled tools including online resources for effective teaching and learning 

process. Effective content delivery by using ICT tools in the class room for better understanding and 

reinforcement of the concepts and problem-solving is adopted by all the faculty of the institution. 

ICT tools complement the traditional teaching-learning methods, and the institute is highly interested 

in providing innovative methods for enriching the learning experience. The institution has the needed 

resources which include wide availability of computers library, high speed internet access and 

general ICT knowhow among the students and the faculty. The faculty are trained for the efficient 

use of tools through training sessions at the institute and/or faculty development programmes 

conducted by various premier institutes of the country and abroad.  Teaching/Learning 

methodologies include the use of ICT tools for illustrations and special lectures, field study, case-

studies, project-based-methods, experimental methods, flipped class room sessions etc. 

The conventional lecture method facilitates the teacher to interpret, explain and revise the content of 

a topic, only for better understanding of the subject by the learners. At the end of instruction of each 

unit, the students are given specific assignment which enriches their learning. To enhance the 

effectiveness, lectures are presented as 'learning dialogues' including short intermissions facilitating 

the students to recapitulate the acquired knowledge by way of answering a few questions or a brief 

peer group discussion or a think-pair-share activity or any other relevant interactive session. Thus, 

the blended mode of learning which combines direct tutor-taught interaction with the online learning 

is largely implemented. 
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ICT components are embedded in the course contents of all relevant engineering disciplines which 

include free / commercial software used for computation / simulation such as the use of MATLAB 

for solving linear or differential equations and statistical analysis of experimental results in project 

works. ICT for course delivery includes power point presentation, video conferencing or educational 

websites. On GNWebsoft, tool for learning process and resource management is developed, and it 

also enables monitoring of students' learning process through online quizzes, submission of online 

assignments etc. It helps our students in blended learning, flipped classroom and other e-learning 

projects. ICT enabled Teaching-Learning Process is supported with Regular Practical Sessions, 

access to Digital Library, Online Courses (MOOCS, NPTEL etc.), online journals, Online tests, Use 

of LCD projectors for seminars and workshops, productive use of educational videos, and 

accessibility of non-print material for students of different disciplines. Communication skills training 

facility is enriched with ICT tools to make the students acquire proficiency in listening, speaking, 

reading and writing skills. 

The case study and the project-based learning methods, which are participatory, 

discussion/demonstration based ways of learning, enable students gain the skills in critical thinking, 

communication, and group dynamics and reflect appropriate integration of direct and online 

interaction of the participating members. As engineering courses are of quantitative nature, 

embedded with step by step solving of innumerable problems, hands-on sessions in the labs and 

internships at work places, faculty and students find ICT tools indispensable. 

CATERING TO STUDENT DIVERSITY 

The university assesses the learning levels of the students and organises special Programmes for 

advanced learners and slow learners. All the colleges have great concern for differently abled 

students. The faculty, library staff and other allies have been made aware of and are sensitized to the 

needs of these students. Necessary arrangements and assistance are made available to them during 

examinations. The building is equipped with ramp, wider doors to accommodate wheelchairs to 

facilitate the differently-abled students. The college has always followed a student-friendly policy 

and the faculty has been mentoring students in an informal way.  

Remedial Measures: Learning takes place from simple to complex. In case the student has not learnt 

the basics, it is futile to teach him/her the advanced topics. Remedial teaching is not revising the 

topics taught repeatedly but carefully analysing the student’s performance in the tests conducted and 

diagnosing the areas of difficulty. All are key aspects in remedial teaching. Once the difficult areas 

are identified the next task is to plan the learning experience as to teach the basics to understand the 

given topic. The departments run short term guest lectures, personal counselling to cater the 

emotional, academic and behavioural problem of the learners. 
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Advanced Learners: The institution provides additional learning materials such as books & reviews. 

Each department inspires students to participate in quiz competition, debate competition, problem 

solving and other decision-making exercises. Institution also provides various web-based materials. 

Researches inspire extensive participation in project work based on theoretical data, practical work 

& survey data. Advanced learners are motivated and encouraged to participate in various inter 

college, inter- university and national level programmes. Each department also organizes student 

seminars on various topics.

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2.2 ADMISSION 

Admission Procedure 

At Bhagwan Mahavir University (BMU), the admission process is designed to be student-centric, 

ensuring transparency, fairness, and accessibility. The university has established robust Admission 

Cells at both the university and institute levels. These cells serve as centralized hubs where students 

and parents can receive prompt assistance, ensuring that all queries related to admissions are 

addressed efficiently. BMU also provides personalized counselling to guide students through the 

application, admission, and enrolment stages. 

To further enhance accessibility, BMU promotes its programs through multiple avenues: 

 Social media platforms, leveraging targeted campaigns to reach a broad audience. 

 Career guidance seminars in schools and colleges to help students make informed 

decisions. 

 Awareness campaigns conducted in local communities to ensure that higher education is 

accessible to all. 

 The establishment of free career guidance centres across the city, offering professional 

advice on educational opportunities and career paths. 

BMU is committed to rewarding academic excellence. To this end, it offers scholarships to 

outstanding students who perform well in the annual scholarship test conducted across various 

schools. 

2.2.1 Application for Admission 

BMU admits students from across India and abroad, offering a range of programs. The university 

follows a merit-based admission process, ensuring equal opportunity for all applicants. Admissions 

are divided as follows: 

 50% of seats are filled through the Admission Committee for Professional Courses (ACPC), 

a state-governed body that regulates admissions to professional courses in Gujarat. 

 The remaining 50% of seats are filled by the university at the institutional level, based on 

merit. 

The university welcomes applications from candidates who have appeared in recognized national-

level entrance exams, such as: 

 JEE (Joint Entrance Examination) for engineering and technical courses. 

 GATE (Graduate Aptitude Test in Engineering) for postgraduate technical programs. 

 CAT (Common Admission Test) for management programs. 

 GMAT (Graduate Management Admission Test), NET (National Eligibility Test), GRE 

(Graduate Record Examinations), NMAT, CSAT, CMAT, ATMA, and other relevant exams. 
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In addition to these, BMU conducts its own university-level entrance exams when necessary, 

allowing the management to maintain flexibility in the admission process. 

Scholarships and Fellowships: Students who qualify for scholarships or fellowships through 

recognized bodies such as CSIR (Council of Scientific and Industrial Research) or other funding 

agencies will be considered based on separate admission criteria. The specific details will be 

published in the university’s brochure and website. 

NRI Admissions: For students applying under the NRI quota, a merit list will be prepared based on 

the applications received. The university will prioritize NRI candidates during counseling after 

verifying eligibility. In the event that seats remain vacant after NRI admissions, they will be offered 

to NRI-sponsored candidates, provided they meet the eligibility criteria. 

2.2.2 Eligibility for Admission 

Eligibility criteria for each program at BMU are clearly defined in accordance with both university 

standards and regulatory body requirements. These criteria will be detailed in the admission 

notifications, which are published through: 

 National and local newspapers 

 The university website and other digital platforms. 

The BMU Admission Committee is responsible for ensuring that the admission process aligns with 

the regulatory standards set by bodies such as AICTE, UGC, and other relevant authorities. 

Admissions are subject to the eligibility conditions specified for each course, and students are 

required to meet the academic qualifications for the respective program they are applying to. 

Once admitted, students (both provisionally admitted and continuing students) must register for the 

academic year according to the university’s academic calendar. This registration process is 

mandatory and includes updating personal details, academic information, and completing fee 

payments. 

2.2.3 Admission Review Committee 

For candidates who have experienced a gap of three or more academic years since completing their 

qualifying degree, diploma, or certificate, BMU has established a dedicated Admission Review 

Committee. This committee is tasked with reviewing such cases to ensure that the candidate’s 

qualifications remain valid and relevant for admission. The committee may request additional 

documents, explanations, or interviews with the candidate before finalizing the admission decision. 

2.2.4 Enrollment and Registration of Students 

All admitted students are required to complete their enrollment and registration processes to 

officially become part of BMU. Without enrollment, a student is not eligible for university 
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examinations, class attendance, or any academic activities. The enrollment process is managed by 

the Registrar’s Office or the Controller of Examinations. 

Each student will be issued a unique enrollment number, which is permanent and will be used 

throughout their academic journey at BMU. This number must be quoted in all official 

communications with the university and during exam registration. Additionally, each student will be 

provided with an identity card displaying this enrollment number. 

The registration process must be completed according to the academic calendar, and students who 

fail to do so may face penalties or risk losing their admission offer. 

2.2.5 Processing Fee 

A non-refundable processing fee is required to be submitted along with the completed application 

form. This fee covers the administrative costs of processing the application and is non-refundable 

under any circumstances. The fee amount is determined by the university and is announced in the 

annual admission guidelines. 

2.2.6 Withdrawal Procedure 

Students who wish to withdraw their admission must submit a formal request before the final 

registration date specified by the university. BMU follows the Ministry of Education and UGC 

(University Grants Commission) guidelines regarding fee refunds. If the withdrawal is processed 

before the final registration date, BMU will refund any tuition or course fees already paid, with the 

exception of the non-refundable processing fee. 

The university may require students to attend a counseling session to discuss the reasons for 

withdrawal and ensure that the decision is in the student’s best interest. 

2.2.7 Ph.D. Admissions 

BMU offers a Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) program under two categories: 

1. Full-time Ph.D. students who are dedicated to full-time research at BMU. 

2. Part-time Ph.D. students under the external registration scheme. This option is available to 

individuals employed by organizations, industries, universities, or other institutions where 

they will conduct their research. 

Part-time Ph.D. candidates are required to balance their research with their professional 

responsibilities at the sponsoring organization. BMU’s Ph.D. admissions process is conducted in 

strict accordance with the guidelines set by the Research Council and the respective academic 

departments. 
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Applicants for the Ph.D. program must undergo a university-level entrance exam (if required) and 

an interview with the Research Committee. Selection is based on academic performance, research 

proposal quality, and the candidate’s potential for contributing to the field of study.

Examination System

 The evaluated answer script shall be shown to the students (on demand with prescribed 

fee). The student will see & sign the answer script for having agreed to the evaluation. 

 In case a student disagrees with the evaluation, he/she can get the answer sheet reviewed

same purpose, on payment of prescribed fee. The decision of revaluation shall be taken 

by the Controller of Examinations. 

 The total marks obtained in Internal and External Examination shall be submitted to the 

portal. Grade shall be awarded to the obtained marks in each paper using Normal 

Distribution, without any subjectivity. 

 The final grades of the semester will be displayed along with SGPA (Semester Grade 

Point Average) at the time of declaration of results. 

Practices to Assist the Students: The Examination Department has introduced a number of 

practices for a smooth functioning of exams and to assist the students with any requirement: 

 Special provisions for Differently-abled students have been created for their benefits. 

They are given separate rooms with adequate facilities for writing the exam and also 

additional time. Scribe assistants are offered individually (on demand) for all the exams 

written by the Differently Abled. 

 A separate exam portal is maintained through which teaching staff can feed the internal 

marks. 

 With the help of the student login in the exam portal, maintained by the university by 

which students can file their exam applications and pay exam fees and access their 

marks 24x7. 

 Centralised examination and valuation system for end semester examinations. 

 Accumulation of more Credits through extra Credit Courses and Transfer of credits from 

SWAYAM/ NPTEL are all allowed and due entries for the same are made in the Grade 

Sheets. 

Green Practices adopted by the Examination Department: 

 In an attempt to make the Examination Department as a paperless one, the below 

mentioned green practices have been adopted by the Examination Department: 

 All notices are sent through online, thereby reducing use of papers 

 Single page used sheets are reused for printing purposes

STUDENT SUPPORT AND PROGRESSION 
 

The Student Support Services are available to assist students with a wide-range of issues and 

concerns that might arise during their time at BMU and to adjust with the environment of the 

university. The Dean of Student affairs (DOSA) provides 24-hour crisis services for all the students 

of the university with personal or family emergencies, and are available by appointment to consult 

with individual students about their personal questions/concerns, thus allowing students to succeed 

and thrive in their academic pursuit. Following sub-committees and cells are there to help students: 

Grievance Redressal Cell: BMU is committed to providing a safe, fair and harmonious learning 

and work environment. Grievance Redressal Cell is established at university in accordance with the 

University Grants Commission regulations. It ensures a fair, impartial and consistent mechanism for 

redressal of varied issues faced by the students and staff. 

Students’ Welfare Committee: Students, who are meritorious, but financially weaker, may apply 

to this committee for financial aid from the Students’ Aid Fund or may apply for Free-studentship 

for exemption of Tuition Fees. The notice for the same will be put up on the Students’ Notice Board. 

Internal Complaints Committee: The University has set up an Internal Complaints Committee 

(ICC) under the Sexual Harassment Act. The goal of the Sexual harassment policy is to end the 

problem faced by the student/employee through an internal system of relief that is easy to access, 

and thereby provides an effective remedy to the aggrieved complainant as quickly as possible so that 

she can continue to study and develop without further impediments. Moreover, any grievance of 

students may be written to the members of this cell. Students may write their grievances in a letter, 

even without their names, and drop it in a box placed in front of the principal’s chamber. 

Anti-Ragging Cell: The Anti-Ragging Cell is an important part of BMU. The main objectives of 

this cell are to ensure overall disciplined environment in the university.It initiate timely action 

against erring students. The cell eensitises the students about the evils of ragging and its prevention 

in the university campus by organizing talks/ programmes etc. It regulary address complaints about 

ragging as per the Govt. and University procedures as suggested by UGC. It aware the students of 

dehumanizing effect of ragging inherent in its perversity. 

Sports Club: Sports and clubs are beneficial to students in various ways. They can help students 

build a healthy body and mind, improve their academic performance, learn life skills such as 

discipline, teamwork, and dealing with setbacks, and enhance their career prospects by developing 
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soft and technical skills. Sports and clubs can also provide students with fun, relaxation, and a sense 

of achievement. 

Student Counselling: Keeping the academic, social-psychological, and emotional needs of its 

students in mind, the University has a dedicated Counselling Centre on its campus. The counsellor 

systematically studies and discusses a student’s problems and facilitates the student to find an 

appropriate solution. The counsellor helps the student address his problems positively by helping 

him clarify the issues, explore options, develop strategies and increase self-awareness. To create 

awareness among the students, the counsellor also conducts group sessions on topics of general 

importance, like stress management, prevention of drug addiction, etc. 

Placement-cell: This cell to train final year students for ENTRY IN SERVICE and organizing 

CAREER COUNSELING so that they may face the job market well prepared. So far, almost fifty 

students have been directly placed through this cell.  

Remedial Coaching Cell: This cell to make the socially backward students at par with the others. 

Special coaching classes are organized outside of the regular classes where the students can clinch-

out any doubt and study informally, so that the curricula may be more interesting. 

In the university campus, the coaching classes for competitive exams like UPSC / GATE / NET / 

TET / CTET are available for students.
